34 years of retirement, first retiring to Mt Dora, Florida in 1987. In retirement,
he was active in the St. Patrick Catholic Church, Governor of Moose Lodge
#874, Member of VFW post #8087, Eagles Post #4335, AMVets Post #1992,
and Disabled America Veterans Post #87. He spent his last 5 years with his
daughters and their families in Augusta Georgia. His 90th Birthday party,
“Chucktoberfest” was an epic celebration of his life with over 100 attendees.
Chuck never met a stranger, and never tired of telling stories of his vast
experiences in life. It was said that on his third visit to the Blarney Stone in
Ireland, the stone kissed him! He will be missed.
