She was the owner
of Bush Flower Shop, the oldest business in continuous operation in North
Augusta which was established by her parents, the late James C. & Lena
Delaughter Bush, Sr. Miss Bush was a renowned floral designer having been
on many design panels throughout the Southeast, operated the Bush Flower
Shop of Augusta for over 50 years and was past president of the Southern
Retail Floral Association. She was a former member of the Augusta Country
Club, past president of the Civic Women’s Club of Augusta, former member of
the Cherokee Rose Garden Club of Augusta and received the 2002 North
Augusta Chamber of Commerce Small Business Person of the Year Award.
Miss Bush was the sister of the late Mrs. Betty Menger.
