Marlon Thomas Walls, 79, of Grovetown, Georgia, passed away peacefully in
his sleep at home on June 8, 2024, after a November diagnosis of ALS. A
memorial service will take place Saturday, June 15th at 5 p.m. at Posey
Funeral Chapel in North Augusta, followed by visitation until 7:30 p.m. 

 

Marlon was born on December 31, 1944, in Kennett, Missouri, to the late
Thomas Arnold Walls and Nola Elaine Hampton Walls. He is survived by his
wife of 32 years, Sharron Cato Walls, son Thomas Franklin Walls, daughter
Leah Michelle Walls, and sister Darleene Rich (Dan). In addition to his
parents, he was preceded in death by his brother, Keith Arnold Walls. 

 

He graduated from Harlem High School in Harlem, Georgia, in 1963 and
joined the U.S. Air Force, serving in Vietnam from 1965 to 1966. Returning to
civilian life in 1967, he lived in Atlanta for several years, then returned to the
Augusta area where he studied history at Augusta College. For many years
he ran his own residential framing company, then went into commercial
construction. He retired from RD Brown Contractors of North Augusta, South
Carolina, in 2012, having supervised the building of numerous landmarks in
the region. Marlon was an excellent carpenter and built his family’s home. He
was a talented woodworker, a collector of antique bottles, a big Atlanta Braves
fan, and loved the outdoors.
